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Team and Player Contractual Obligations

With being a member of the SBA you are obligated to do certain things under the contract which you have signed. These things include, but are not limited to, what is in your contract. Here is a basic outline of the important points:

· The venue and league are not responsible for any injuries.

· Each team MUST have four players that have currently signed contracts present in the game at all times.

· You must be at all games it is possible for you to attend.

· No fighting is allowed, as it damages the league’s reputation.

· Remember that you represent the SBA everywhere you go, not just on the court, and it is your responsibility to create a good public image.

· You need to be at the game at least 10 minutes prior to tipoff.

· You must fulfill all agreements you signed to in your contract.

· Any questions must be asked via email at the aforementioned address, never assume anything. Since this statement has been made, anything you do that is not approved by the league but not mentioned in the previous statement can be a punishable offense.

Any breach of your contract may result in the following, or possibly another punishment, at the commissioner’s digression:

· Banishment from the league.
· Suspension (attendance required).

Please contact the league if you have any other questions, to request another copy of the handbook, or anything else (ryangirardot@sbabasketball.com). Remember, anything that has not been officially approved by the league, whether it was just mentioned or not, still can be a punishable offense.

2010 SBA RULES OUTLINE

The following is an outline of the general rules and the setup for the 2009 SBA season. Keep in mind that there may be rules that will come up sometime that are not included in the following statement. For questions on anything, please email ryangirardot@sbabasketball.com. Violations are subject to punishment, at the discretion of the commissioner.
• Standard in game rules apply (fouls, double dribble, traveling, timeouts, etc.).
• A player with two technical fouls is disqualified, or if they commit a serious offense at the lead official’s discretion. 
• The game will consist of four 8 minute quarters, a minimum of 2 minute halftime, and as many 5 minute overtime periods as necessary to decide a winner.
• Each team is required to have at least 6 players on an active regular season roster, with a maximum of 9. 
• Teams must have 4 players on the floor at all times.
• If a player inbounds the ball past halfcourt while the shot clock is on, there will be one warning and the next violation will be a turnover to the other team. 
• Protests-see protests page.

Filing Protests
A team captain can file a complaint over a game within 24 hours of the conclusion of the game. The complaint must contain the problem, what was done to solve it at the time, an approximate time of the event occurrence, and what the captain believes the repayment should be. The commissioner will make a decision in regards to the complaint and how it will be handled as soon as possible. If he believes the complaint was unjustly filed, the team may receive punishment (i.e. suspensions or fines) for causing the league the trouble. All greviances must be filed with the league via email at ryangirardot@sbabasketball.com.

Playoffs and State Tournament Qualification and Other Information

LOCAL PLAYOFFS- 

The local playoffs will be held at the same site your division is held on the weekend of August 7th. The dates will be determined at a future date and released online via the website as well as via SportsLogic accounts. The top 4 teams from each division, regardless of division size, will qualify for the local playoffs. The teams will be seeded based on best winning percentage, given the number of games per team varies due to scheduling frequencies. In the event of a tie, seeding will be based on a head-to-head record against the other team. If this is again a split, the tie breakers will move from left to right in the Standings on the website. Any questions on this should be directed to us as soon as possible via the Contact Us form on the website. The local playoffs will consist of two rounds: the opening round, with the 1 seed matched up with the 4 seed, and the 2 seed matched with the 3 seed. The winners of this round (all rounds in SBA Playoffs/State Tournament will be single elimination) will advance to the division championship. The division championship will create a division winner, who will automatically become a top 4 seed the state tournament. Both teams qualifying for the divisional championship will be invited to compete in the state tournament. If one of the teams cannot attend, their replacement will be invited to the tournament on the basis of regular season winning percentage (same as local playoff seeding procedure). Again, two teams (the top two, unless they cannot attend for any reason) are invited to the tournament.

STATE CHAMPIONSHIP TOURNAMENT-

The 2010 SBA State Championship Tournament will take place on the weekend of August 14-15, 2010. The location will be determined and announced at a later date. There will be a total of eight teams at the State Tournament (top two from each division are invited, there are four divisions statewide). The top four seeds will all be division winners, in order of winning percentage, then tie breakers based on identical criteria to the local playoff seeding procedures. The state tournament will consist of three rounds total (conference semifinals, conference finals, and state championship or finals). Each round is single elimination. The first two rounds will be held on Saturday, August 14th during the daytime hours. The championship will be held on Sunday, August 15th. It will be the only game that day. The SBA has worked a deal for all traveling into town with the Best Western Hotel in Forney for a reduced rate for players families. Please contact the SBA with the Contact Us form on the website for any further questions. Please check the website for information about the tournament as it becomes available.
